FRENCH II

2 trimesters - 1 credit

This course is a continuation of French 1.  Students broaden their understanding of French culture, extend their vocabulary and master progressively more complex grammar concepts. As with French 1, students will participate in a wide variety of activities designed to promote mastery in reading, writing, speaking and understanding the language, but emphasis will be given to the speaking skill.  French II students study the lives of French Impressionist artisits and take a field trip to the Detroit Institute of Art to view their work.  Possible enrichment activities in French II range from cooking, to listening to contemporary French music, to hosting native speakers in class.

I.
GOALS

A.  Listening:
Students should be able to understand anything they have learned to say when spoken by a native speaker at normal speed.  They should be able to understand the gist of an everyday conversation, even though they may not have learned every word in class.

B.  Speaking:
Students should speak with a pronunciation acceptable to a native speaker and be able to express themselves accurately in conversational situations, stating individual opinions on various topics.  Students are encouraged to express their own moods and feelings rather than answer yes or no questions.

C.  Reading:
Students should be able to read (recognize and comprehend) everything they have learned to say, without the help of a dictionary.  With the aid of a dictionary, they will be able to read short stories, poems, and other "graded" materials.

D.  Writing:
Students should be able to write anything they can say.  With guidance, they should be able to write on a topic within their experience (classroom learning) in an acceptable manner.

E.  Culture:
Students should understand the value system and behavior patterns of the people whose language they are studying.  They should acquire a sensitivity to the French way of life and be able to participate in the culture of that country should they ever have the opportunity.  French attitudes and customs pervade the reading materials chosen.
